Article XII. Enforcement

§ 120-93. Enforcement.

F. Each day that the owner, agent and/or contractor of a building, structure, premises,
lot or land or the lessee or tenant of an entire building, structure, premises, lot or land, where such
violation has been committed or shall exist, or an owner, lessee, tenant, contractor, agent or other
person who uses or maintains or permits or causes to be used any building or premises, fails to
comply with a stop-work order, shall constitute a separate offense.

G. In order to obtain rescission of a stop-work order, the owner of the property, the
owner’s agent, or the person performing the work, must satisfactorily rectify the offending
conditions, or activity, for which the stop-work order was issued, as determined by the Building
Inspector, and further pay a fee in such amount as may be determined by resolution of the Village
Board.

H. In addition to the afore-mentioned remedies set forth in Sections F and G, violators
are subject to criminal prosecution pursuant to Section 120-101.

§ 120-101. Penalties for Offense,.

A. Any and every violation of this chapter and failure to comply with an order to
remedy violation, or stop-work order, after service thercof pursuant to § 120-75E hereof, shall
constitute disorderly conduct, and the owner, agent and/or contractor of a building, structure,
premises, lot or land and the lessee or tenant of an entire building, structure, premises, lot or land
where such violation has been committed or shall exist or an owner, lessee, tenant, contractor,
agent or other person who uses or maintains or permits or causes to be used any building or
premises for any purpose other than the uses permitted therefor in this chapter, or who otherwise
violates any provisions of this chapter, shall be a disorderly person, punishable in accordance with
the provisions of the Penal Law of the State of New York and, in addition, shall be liable to a
penalty established by resolution by the Village Board of Trustees. Each day the violation
continues following the period specified to remedy or correct same in the order to remedy violation
served pursuant to § 120-75E hereof shall constitute a separate and distinet violation.
